The Commis-
sion will continue to support the Historical Society in its quest to
plan, fundraise and build a new Museum and Archive.

A LOVE OF PORT HAMMOND
A NEWCOMER’S STORY

I have alove of all things Port Hammond. It started more than
21years ago when I first moved here and became completely
immersed in that “neighbourhood” feeling. I had spent 26
years in Coquitlam but Port Hammond was home. Maybe it
was the neat rows of pre-war bungalows with their large, neatly
kept lots peppered with the occasional Craftsman, Edwardian,
Saltbox, or Colonial Revival style homes with their rich and
colourful histories. Maybe it was because within two weeks of
moving into and renovating a small old 800 square foot 1940s
house, pretty much every person on the block had come over
and welcomed me to the neighbourhood. Maybe it was that
train whistle that annoyed me so much in the beginning but in
that later years reassured me that I was home. Maybe it was that
this small community felt unique, separate and distinct from
the rest of Maple Ridge—there is that special feeling here.

In May of this year I was lucky enough to attend Jim Diers’
Neighbourhood Champions workshop. Jim is an amazingly
inspirational, motivational speaker that I believe should be
speaking in our schools. After spending time with him you
walk away believing there is nothing you cannot do. While
attending this workshop I had the privilege of sitting with
several other Hammondites and, while conducting exercises
Jim had instructed us to do, we discovered that we all had com-
mon feelings, goals, wants and needs for Port Hammond. After
the workshop we kept in contact and that was the start of the
“Hammond Neighbours.”

In a short time we organized our first “Hammond Neighbour
Day” in July of this year. It is amazing what a handful of people
can do in a short amount of time. Many organizations and
agencies showed their wares, and I, being the group’s amateur
historian, set up a display of pictures and information about
Port Hammond’s heritage homes, buildings and sites.

Val Patenaude of the Maple Ridge Museum loaned me several
large panels showing Port Hammond’s rich and diverse culture
from the Hammond Cedar Mill’s coveted baseball team to the
Dinosaur theme Park at 203" over the last 129 years. Lisa Zosiak,
Planner for Maple Ridge, was able to obtain for me copies of
several large historical maps of Port Haommond including the
plan for “Port Hammond Junction” submitted for incorpora-
tion in 1883. Props, furniture, and advertisements etc. aug-
mented the display that proved to be successful. We had over
200 people in attendance at the Hammond Neighbour Day. I
met dozens of people that day but the real highlight was talk-
ing with two ladies who had worked at the Hammond Cedar
Mill during the war. One of the two started at the age of 16 on
the “green chain”, when her father went to war and there was
no one left to pay the bills. Self-sacrifice, that is so foreign to us
now. We have so much to listen to, so much to think about, so
much to learn, and so much to do.
