A member of the Maple
Ridge Community Heritage Commission will contact you once the application is processed and will
advise you of the expected date of delivery of your plaque from the Heritage Plaque Program.

If you have a friend, neighbour or
family member in the community who may be interested in this program, please pass along this
information. Please note that no cost is required from the owner of the property for the Heritage Plaque.
