Advance Voting will be held October 1, 5, 8, 11, 12, 
and 13 as well as Mail Ballot and Drive Thru Voting 
Opportunities. Watch for your voter information flyer 
with voting location details arriving in your mailbox 
in September.

HOW DO I BECOME A CANDIDATE?
Nomination packages will be available on our 
website by the end of June and must be submitted 
between August 30 and September 9. There 
will also be an Information Session for interested 
candidates at City Hall in June. Watch our website 
for details.

AM I ON THE VOTERS LIST?
To check if you are on the list or to register to vote 
visit elections.bc.ca or bring two pieces of ID to any 
voting opportunity.

WANT TO WORK THE ELECTION?

CAN I VOTE AS A PROPERTY ELECTOR?
Individuals who own property in Maple Ridge but 
do not reside in the City may be eligible to vote in 
the October election as a property elector.
